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City Councilor Miriam D. Witherspoon was the only non-incumbent candi-
date for the City Council to win election without a runoff in 2005 to repre-
sent District 7 and shortly afterwards her Council colleagues chose her as
Council Pro Tempore to preside over Council business in the absence of
the Council President. An advocate for persons with disabilities, she empa-
thizes with them because she lives their experience. She has relied on a
wheelchair since an auto accident in 1988. She leads a very active life and
is an example for all.
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
